Important! Carefully read the instructions and warnings before using the saw blade to ensure safe operation.

DANGER
Never touch a saw blade while it is moving. Doing so can result in serious injury.

WARNING
Working Environment
. Be sure safety covers are in place and functional.
. Flammable and explosive material should be kept away from the working areas.
Personal Protecion
. Operators and bystanders must always wear eye protection.
. Operator must not wear glove. Protective clothing and shoes should be used and long hair should be kept inside
the cap to prevent injuries.
Before Operation
1. Ensure the machines are in good condition with no spindle deformation and vibration. The spindle’'s size
tolerance is h7.
2. Do not use a saw blade with broken, chipped, bent or missing teeth. Make sure blade body has no deformations
or breaks to prevent injuries.
3. Be sure the saw blade you are using is the correct size for the machine and is designed for the material being cut.
No one saw blade is correct for all materials. The use of an incorrect blade can result in blade breakage and

possible injury.
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o Installation
Rotation
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1. Be sure to install saw blade with correct direction of rotation.
Improper direction can cause breakage of saw blade.

2. The inner diameter of flange and saw blade should be same.
As for their outer diameters, flange should be a little larger
than 1/3 of saw blade. The flange should be kept clean and
free of defects.

3. Ensure no unusual gap between the saw blade and the spindle, then install the flange and fasten the screw.

4. Make sure there is no person in front of the machine, then start running of the saw machine. Before cutting of
material, please check if there is any unusual vibration, radial or axial swing.

o Inuse

1. Suitable saw blade should be used for cutting work. If wrong blade was used, the cutting effect will not be good,
and accident may happen.

2. Wood materials to be cut should be properly fixed to prevent abnormal cutting and accidents.

3. The material feed into the saw must be in a straight line. Do not force feed material into the saw. There is a risk of
injury due to saw breakage caused by over-feeding.

4. Make sure there are no foreign objects in the material being cut, which could damage the saw blade.

5. In the event of unusual noise or vibration while in operation, shut down the saw immediately.

CAUTION

1. Saw blades should be resharpened in time. Re-sharpening should be done by professional factories, and the
origianl angles should not be changed.

2. Reproducing of saw blades, for example, bore changing and pinhole redoing, should be done by professional
factories.

3. In order to prevent damage to the saw blades and people, be careful when moving and storing the saw blades.
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
